"VISION OF MAJLIS ANSARULLAH"

Remember that your name is Ansarullah, that is, the helpers of God Almighty. It
means that you have been associated with the name of God Almighty, and God
Almighty is everlasting and immortal so you should also try to be a
manifestation of immortality. May you become the true symbol of Ansarullah,
meaning that may you always uphold the institution of Khilafat and ensure that
this work continues in your future generations as well.

This can be achieved in two ways. One way is that your children are properly
trained and love of Khilafat is inculcated in them. That is why I established
Majlis Atfal-ul-Ahmadiyya, and Majlis Khuddam-ul-Ahmadiyya was instituted
for the same purpose.

These Atfal and Khuddam are your own children. If Atfal-ul-Ahmadiyya are
properly trained, then Khuddam-ul-Ahmadiyya will also be properly trained. And
if Khuddam-ul Ahmadiyya are properly trained, then the next generation of
Ansarullah will also be superior. I have created a hierarchy. The first stage is
Atfal-ul Ahmadiyya, the second stage is Khuddam-ul Ahmadiyya, the third stage
is Ansarullah, and the fourth stage is God Almighty. If you provide proper
guidance to your children as well as supplicate to God Almighty, then all these
stages will be accomplished.

If your Atfal and Khuddam are properly guided as well as you supplicate to God
Almighty and establish relationship with Him, then there is no other place for
you except heaven. And whoever is raised to heaven, he is safe in every respect.

If the world tries to attack, it can only attack up to a hundred or two hundred
feet at the most, but cannot reach to the heaven. Therefore, if you reform
yourselves and supplicate to God Almighty, then you will establish a relationship
with Him. And if you become true Ansarullah and establish a relationship with
God Almighty then the Khilafat will remain among you forever, and it will last
even longer than the Khilafat of Christianity.

QIADAT AMOOMI

Monthly Report

Monthly Report of every month should reach Markaz before 10t of the following
month.

Reports should be sent on standard forms prepared by the Markaz, however
additional report information can be attached.

Decision of “the Alam-e-Inaami” and different positions depend upon the reports
received from the Local Majalis.

Monthly Meetings

There should be at least one meeting of the local Majlis-e-Amila. During the
meeting progress of all Qiadats should be discussed, however priority should be
given to Tabligh, Tarbiyyat, Maal, Isa’ar & other urgent matters according to the
situation.

There should be at least one monthly “General Meeting” in each Majlis. Kindly
ensure the maximum attendance is achieved. During the meeting all
instructions and circulars from the Markaz should be communicated to the
members.

Annual Ijtema

Normally this Ijtema takes place in the month of September. Please make the
effort to have 100% attendance at the Ijtema.

Majlis-e-Shura

This normally takes place during the Annual I[jtema. The Zaeem is the
permanent member of this Majlis.

One representative is required for every 20 members of the local Majlis according
to the rules. The name(s) should be sent to the Markaz within the allocated time.

Proposals for the Majlis-e-Shura should be sent after the approval of the local
Majlis-e-Amila and submitted within the allocated time.

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New Elections

The tenure of the current local Majlis and its Amila will end on 31st December
2017.

New term elections for the Zaeem should be held by November 2017 at the very
latest so that the new Zaeem can start to work with a new approved Amila from
1st January 2018.

General Instructions
According to the instructions of Hazrat Khalifat-ul-Masih IV all the
Majalis should maintain a “Red Book” of all events.

Please always acknowledge the letters, instructions and any other
communication from the Markaz on time.

Please always act promptly if you are requested to perform tasks and report back
to the Markaz on time.

Saf-e-Doem Ansar:

Ansar between ages of 40 and 55 are called Saf-e-Doem Ansar. Hazoor Aqdas

has desired that all Saf-e-Doem Ansar join the blessed scheme of

Al Wasiyyat Special programmes for Saf-e-Doem include cycling trips, taking
part in Khidmat e Khalq Activities through Isa’ar.

QIADAT TARBIYYAT

The fundamental principle of the Tarbiyyat is to draw attention towards good
deeds and to remove weaknesses.

An estimate of the extent of “reformation” can be understood from the following
statement of Hazrat Khalifat-ul-Masih Al-Khamis

“The task of reformation is colossal. You should never tire in the effort of
reforming someone, even if you may have to attempt it 4000 times. Neither
should you get tired, nor should you give up. You should try to make them
understand with love.”

1) Annual Scheme:
The Tarbiyyat’ department is in every sense the life of all departments and
the backbone of all our work because the fundamental reason of the
establishment of religion is for the reformation of mankind and to
establish a living connection with God.

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To improve the outcome of the tasks of the Tarbiyyat department a specific
annual plan should be introduced on a Regional and Zo’amat levels which
should include the following points:

To take reports of Mosques and Sala’at centres and to establish new
Sala’at centres through the system of the Jama’at if the need arises.

To acquire information on such Ansar brothers who require more
attention in a confidential manner and to create a personal bond with
such Ansar who are not well connected with their mosques or Sala’at
centres, and to help them create a connection with these places through
love and wisdom.

To hold programs for those Ansar who are less active and in such
occasions providing them with righteous company.

To highlight different Tarbiyyat matters during Amila meetings and to
present exact reports on these affairs and then to focus on improvement.
And also explain the importance of sacrificing time.

To constantly draw attention towards prayer, the Friday prayer, the Friday
sermons of Huzoor Anwar and voluntary fasts.

To encourage the Ansar brothers to commit some time either weekly or
monthly for Ansarullah work and to create guidelines on how to better
spend this time.

According to the local conditions a comprehensive plan to tackle evil and
encourage goodness should be made.

In light of this scheme, works that need to be carried out monthly, weekly
and daily should be specified, and those who are responsible should be
provided with the full detail of their work. Once this has been done their
work should be monitored.

Tarbiyyat Committee

It is essential for a Tarbiyyati committee to work both on a regional and
local level.

On every level an office bearer of the Tarbiyyat Department should be the
chair of this committee. The office bearer for Tarbiyyat Nau Muba’een,
should also be part of this committee.

The Regional committee should include the Muntazim Tarbiyyat of every
Ziamat. The committee meeting should be held regularly and should be

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productive. Attention should be drawn to achieving specific targets in
terms of promoting good and removing evil.

3) Observance of Prayer ( Sala’at Awareness Day)

Verily Prayer is enjoined on the believers to be performed at fixed hours

The Holy Prophet has said that prayer is the delight of his eyes and a means of
ascension for believers, the Holy prophet has also paid great emphasis on
congregational prayer so much so that a blind companion who could not hear
the Azaan was told that he still should attend congregational prayers.

The Holy Prophet prior to his demise would also attend the congregational
prayer with the assistance of his companions. Similarly, the Promised Messiah

, like his master, would inquire about the time of prayer prior to his demise.

Third condition of bait

That he shall regularly offer the five daily Prayers in accordance with the
commandments of God and the Holy Prophet Muhammad |_ and shall try his
best to be regular in offering the Tahajjud and invoking Darud on the Holy
Prophet Muhammad [ .That he shall make it his daily routine to ask
forgiveness for his sins, to remember the bounties of God and to praise and
glorify Him.

The Promised Messiah states:

“O the entire mankind! Whoever considers them selves to be part of my Jama’at,
you will only be considered as part of my Jama’at in heaven when you truthfully
tread the paths of righteousness. So observe your five daily prayers with such
fear and presence as if you are watching God Almighty and fulfil your fasts for
God with piety. Practice good with piety and reject sin warily.”

(Kashti Nuh Pg 22-23)
He stated:
“You should never abandon prayer even if the whole house falls apart”.

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The Promised Messiah taught the following prayer to create steadfastness

in prayer:

“O Allah, the Maker and Powerful One! I am a sinner, so much so that I am void
of gaining steadfastness in my prayer- forgive my sins from your abundance
grace- and forgive my errors- and make my heart soft- and make my heart
recognise your greatness, fear and love and increase it, so through it, my heavy
heart become tender and attentive in prayer.”

Hazrat Khalifat-ul-Masih II states:

The term I:HEXA[IMis mentioned nowhere in the Holy Qur’an, nor is the term

been used and the meaning of the term “Iqamat” is the observance of the
congregational prayer, in addition to which the meaning of praying sincerely is
also found. Meaning that it is not found to merely pray, but in fact it is of utmost
importance to pray in congregation. This must be carried out in such a manner
that no weakness remains. Islam does not command you to simply pray but
instead to maintain prayer.

Which is why it is obligatory on every Ahmadi not to be content by merely
praying but in fact maintaining prayer? For one to maintain prayer is also not
sufficient, in fact one should help others to observe their prayers. You should
also instil the habit of maintaining prayer in your wife and children.

Some people are regular in their own prayers but do not care about the matter of
their wives and children (when it comes to prayer), whereas if a person had true
sincerity in him then it is not possible to witness his wife or children or siblings
abandoning prayer.

(Anwar ul Uloom Vol 16. Pg 293)

Hazrat Khalifat-ul-Masih IV states:

“Our first and foremost obligation is to establish the protection of prayer. Our
entire organisation holds a subservient status for the fulfilment of this effort. If
this system take precedence and this ‘master’ i.e. the status of worship reduces,
then this situation will turn out to be completely opposing. Then it will turn out
to be as if a boat sinks. The same thing which is the source of salvation becomes
a source of destruction. That is why there is a need for the ratio to be correct.
Worship will not be the slave of the system; rather the system will be the slave of
worship. Only then will we stay alive if the organization of the Jama’at stays
subservient to worship.”

(Friday Sermon delivered on 1 April 1983)

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Hazrat Khalifatul Masih V states:

“If you are truly to thank Allah for the reward of Khilafat, in order to continually
benefit from this reward, it is important for every Ahmadi to give special
attention to the establishment of prayers.”

(Friday Sermon delivered on 22 February 2008)

Thus every effort should be given for the establishment of prayers. Make a
hundred percent of Majlis Ansarullah members strict on prayers. When office
bearers will be strict on the five daily prayers, this instruction will be a helping
hand for the increase of Jama’at members in prayers.

1 Make the system of Saigeen effective; try to increase the attendance in
Mosques and prayer centres.

1 Try your utmost to encourage the less active Ansar brothers, for example:
1 By keeping in contact with them directly.

1 Different and wise ways of sending verses of the Quran, Hadith, and

instructions from the Promised Messiah and Khulafa.

1 Through their good and sincere friends.

1 By organizing programmes of their interest.

1 By taking them to office bearers and elders of the Jama’at
1 By sincerely praying for them.

1 By the Tarbiyyat and Islahi committee.

Keep in mind the above mentioned directions from Huzoor Anwar (May Allah be
his helper). He states:

“You can admonish but you cannot be strict. So keep on admonishing without
force, in fact strive to establish a passion and interest within people regarding
prayers. Help people to come to the realisation that being an Ahmadi, what
positive changes should be made in result of which they will stand out from
others.”

1 The Qur’anic command pyAOY HHMEBHhKEY AR & With translation should be
sent to the house of every Nasir and every Nasir’s attention should be
drawn towards acting towards it.

Office bearers should set their example for observing prayer. Huzoor

advised at an Amila meeting in Canada:

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“Amila members should be role models; those Amila members who do not offer
their Fajr and Ishaa prayers in the mosque, Ameer sahib should be reported and
then this report should be sent to me. Such office bearers should be removed
from their posts no matter how capable they are even if you need them; if they
do not offer prayer in congregation they have no right to be an Amila member.

An overview of the current progress regarding the observance of prayer,
what efforts have been made for this objective and to ponder over the
results of these efforts? To discuss these meetings need to be held
regularly on every level of the Majlis Amila.

Keep track of all efforts weekly, for example every Thursday and Friday
every Majlis should take attendance of prayers of mosque and centres and
the attendance of Huzoor’s Friday sermons. Moreover on the monthly
report form they should record the attendance of all prayers separately
whilst bearing in mind that the attendance for another day other than
Friday should also be recorded.

Every Majlis should make a target for example we are going to achieve
100% attendance in prayer. From the Ansar whichever Majlis achieves
this target should set a new target.

Simple Namaz and translation should also be on the programme.

It is evident from the instructions from Hazrat Musleh Maud which are

mentioned above the observations of prayer has many levels all efforts should be
made in increasing these levels.

Efforts towards the encouragement to offer Nawafil prayers (especially
Tahajjud) should be made.

To create a sense of enjoyment in prayers, the various prayers presented

by the Promised Messiah should be constantly reminded of.

4) Recitation of the Holy Qur’an

Those Ansar who are well versed in the recitation of the Holy Qur’an
should make a routine in which the Holy Qur’an is recited out loud every
morning. In addition to this the Ansar should also attempt to read the
translation alongside the Arabic- because only after understanding the
translation and the meaning will he be able to truly carry out and
implement God’s commandments.

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1 Those who are do not know how to recite in Arabic should recite those
portions which they have committed to memory and should try to learn
the proper recitation of the Holy Qur’an.

1 To review daily whether all members of the household are regularly
reciting the Holy Qur’an out loud.

5) The full benefit of the sermons of Hazoor Anwar and from watching MTA

An effort should be made to encourage office bearers to fully benefit from
watching the sermons and addresses of Hazrat Ameer-ul-Mu’mineen

and other programmes on MTA.
1 Efforts should be made to include less active Ansar as well.

In the same way, less active members of Ansarullah should also constantly be
reminded. And after the sermon individual reports should be taken of each
Nasir. It would be beneficial to send a reminder before the repeat of the sermon
via phone call/SMS to those Ansar who were not able to listen to the sermon
live. In addition to this, efforts should be made towards the implementation of
each instruction of Huzoor Anwar.

After short listing all the negatives regarding all electronic media, Hazrat Khalifa-
ul-Masih V presents the beauties and benefits of MTA:

“In this age, television is being used in the best manner by Ahmadis or the
Ahmadiyya Community as a whole. In the Jalsa days, I instructed members to
watch MTA, which has had a positive effect on many and in response to which
those members have stated that ‘we never used to watch MTA, but now upon
your instructions we have started to watch MTA and we regret the fact that we
did not watch it before and attach ourselves to it. Some have even said that they
felt that their level of spiritually and intellect has increased merely within 7 to 10
days.”

Regarding the benefit of watching MTA and especially the Friday sermons,
Huzoor Anwar stated:

“Another thing I would specifically like to bring to the attention of office bearers
and representatives of the Majlis e Shura is that their households and they
themselves should take as much benefit from MTA as possible. In fact you
should advise your other friends to take benefit from MTA as well.

In the beginning, the least you can do is to allocate a little time to watch one of
your more preferred programmes on MTA. For example, those people who like to

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watch programmes in the English language; there are very enjoyable
programmes which air on MTA on a daily basis. They should watch those
programmes regularly.

The most important point is that you should watch the Friday sermon, which is
broadcasted every Friday, without fail. And watch those other programmes
which I am involved in. For instance, my addresses in front of Non-Muslims or
the addresses which I have delivered on Jalsa or other such gatherings.
Watching these programmes will prove to benefit you Insha’Allah and you should
watch these programmes with this intention.

When the Missionaries and Scholars of the Jama’at watch these programmes,
despite having knowledge and being trained in this field for a long period of time,
they say that they find such points in these Sermons and addresses which
increase their knowledge or at least act as a revision.

Therefore, considering the fact that programmes are providing knowledge to
Scholars, there is not a shadow of a doubt about how beneficial these
programmes can prove to be for an ordinary Ahmadi. Another aspect is that if
someone is finding new points or if it is being revised for them. In both these
situations, listening to these things will turn their attention towards acting upon
them”.

6) Voluntary Prayers and specific prayers for troubling times

Moreover in accordance with the instruction of Huzoor-e-Anwar all Ansar should
constantly be reminded of offering two voluntary Raka’at for the progress of
Islam, continuous success of Khilafat and the protection of every Ahmadi
Muslim.

Similarly all Ansar should be reminded of praying for their oppressed Ahmadi
brothers and sisters, the swift success of Islam Ahmadiyyat, the protection of
Ahmadis from all opponents and above all the wellbeing and long life of our
beloved Imam Hazrat Amir-ul-Momineen, may Allah strengthen his hand.

7) The Voluntary Weekly Fast

In response to the instructions of His Holiness, May Allah strengthen his hand,
Ansar brothers should specifically arrange a voluntary fast every Thursday. A
day before, a reminder should be sent out via SMS or other such ways. Also,
arrangements should be made to inform people about Sehri and Iftari times.
Then a report should be taken and included in the monthly report.

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8) Family classes on religious topics

In the atmosphere of love and in a friendly environment, every household should
hold a family class at least once a week and make it a habit specifically with
children. This programme should be for 15 - 20 minutes at the dinner table, tea
time or at any other appropriate time.

For this, talks and an exchange of thoughts can be done after choosing any of
the following topics one by one:

The Existence of God, The Creation of the Universe, The life of the Holy Prophet
| , The reason for the appointment of Prophets, The faith inspiring incidents of

the elders of the Jama’at, Praying to God, Ablution, The simple Arabic Sala’at,
Sala’at with translation, The benefits of Sala’at, The introduction to the books of

The Promised Messiah and the reading of some passages, the summary to
the Conditions of Bai’at in simple words, the etiquettes of a Mosque and other
etiquettes, a reminder of Huzoor’s instructions in his Friday

Sermons, the beliefs of the Jama’at, the importance of the structure of the
Jama’at and obedience, the answer to the allegations of the opposition, the five
basic morals, basic religious knowledge, the rights of a neighbour, how to stay
away from bad traditions, the right use of new inventions and their
disadvantages etc.

9) The correct use of latest technology

There is a lot of Tarbiyyat needed for the use of television, mobile phones,
internet and other new ways of technology. Under the command of

Parentsshould take extreme care.

(Surah Al -Tahrim Verse 7)

As well as watching other programs on the television and the internet and other
outlets of multimedia, the Tarbiyyat of children should be in such a way that
even if the slightest vain thing appears on a program or in the use of anything
they should be understood as disgusting and looked down upon and hate for
such things should be made obvious, and should be avoided immediately. In the
use of these things, parents should overlook their children fully; and also inform
them of their advantages and disadvantages.
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10) Academic and leisure activities with children

To increase the love and affection with children, apart from holding family
classes, academic and leisure activities should be done at home and outside the

home. Specifically plans should be made to meet Huzoor

11) Taking benefit from Tarbiyyati folders and circulars

Maximum benefit should be taken from the Tarbiyyati folders and circulars on
different topics, which are sent by the centre time after time. For example, for
them to be read out in gatherings and various other events, delivered to the
houses of Ansar brothers; make them visible at the appropriate places in
mosques, Sala’at centres and offices. Also send all these reports of activities to
the centre etc.

Apart from this, according to the situation at the time, prepare Tarbiyyati
material yourself and have it delivered to the houses of your Ansar brothers.
Also, send a copy of this material to the centre.

12) Holding Tarbiyyat days

1 The purpose of holding Tarbiyyat day is to draw the attention of those
Ansar brothers who are relatively less active to include them in important
Tarbiyyati issues, and make them to commit a few days in a month.

1 To create awareness in the Ansar, each Majlis should, if possible, hold a
Tarbiyyat day every month. And on this day with the participation of the
Ansar, send a report on the following:

Friday Prayer, Congregational prayer, Huzoor’s Friday sermon, financial
sacrifice (mandatory Chandas), General Meetings.

13) Holding a 10 days Tarbiyyat Programme

During the year, hold one 10 days Tarbiyyat programmes and send a separate
report to the Headquarters. During these 10 days special focus should be given
to the following issues.

1 Special contact with less active Ansar Brothers and alongside this, giving
duties to Saigeen or more active Ansar.

1 Observing the five daily prayers on time and in congregation.
1 Recitation of the Holy Quran.

1 During the 10 days there should be Dars everyday on different topics, for
example the importance of Namaz and its benefits, recitation of the Holy
Quran, the Friday Prayer, the benefits of MTA, the importance of Tahajjud
prayer, the blessings of Khilafat and remaining dedicated to it, moral
training of your children, the Waqf-e-Arzi scheme and Wassiyat, etc.

These prayers should be given to the members of Majlis Ansarullah in the form
of charts and pocket size folders. Ansar should memorise these prayers with the
translation and should make it their routine to recite them every day.

15) Tarbiyyati Seminars

At regional and local levels, seminars should be held on Tarbiyyati topics. In
which the following topics should be discussed: The purpose of the formation of
Ansarullah, dedication to Khilafat-e-Ahmadiyya, the role of Ansarullah in the
Jama’at (in the light of the Ansar pledge). Special attention should be given to
the matters of Tarbiyyat of children and the responsibilities of the Ansar.
Furthermore, articles should be written by Ansar for publication in the
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Ansaruddin Magazine. Office bearers should implement the guidelines
mentioned before and should be role models for the Ansar and always keep in
mind the following instruction given by Huzoor (May Allah Strengthen his hand).

Huzoor stated:

“If Office bearers, whether they be of the Jama’at or of the auxiliary
organisations, do not make righteousness and worship common in their
households then no one will listen to them outside. Those who bring about
revolutions first bring changes in themselves. Only those nations make progress
whose leaders set the best examples. Remember! We do not need any Jama’ati
Office bearer who does not offer his prayers, because the fundamental difference
of any office bearer should be that he offers his prayers regularly and he tries his
utmost to lose himself in the love of Allah and to make a connection with Allah.

We need those Office bearers who firmly believe that the progress of the Jama’at
is based on prayers as Allah has stated that if a person has His help then no one
can stop him attaining success and victory. On the other hand Allah also says
that if a person is oblivious to his help then no matter how clever or crafty he is,
he cannot be destined for progress and success”.

Guidelines for Tabligh Activities

Peace Tree Plantation
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Your first point of contact should be Departments of Environment or
Parks in your local council but please note that each local authority may
have different arrangements/procedure to deal with this matter and
therefore, we are required to follow, the same.

There may be some local charities in your geographical area that can help
you in this matter but be mindful that others (business/charities etc.)
would not be using you/Jama’at, solely for their own motives/gains.

Encourage Ansar to join/become volunteer member at the local charities
such as The Tree Council that has Tree Wardens who being volunteers are
appointed by Parish councils or other community organisations. They
gather information about their local trees, get involved in tree matters and
encourage local practical projects regarding Trees/woods.

Always make it a habit to seek Prior Approval of any expenses from Centre
before making any commitment with local authority/council or other
organisations.

Provide details of the arrangements well in time i.e. date location etc. to
Qiadat Tabligh.

At the time of planting Peace Tree(s), send formal invitation to local
dignitaries (i.e. Mayor, MP, Councillor, Faith leaders, Community leaders
etc.) and to Local media as far as possible, well in advance. Also try your
best to invite the local/general public at the event.

Send media report/news coverage (if appeared in any section of media)
along with pictures of the event to Qiadat Tabligh. Legible copy of the
news from its internet/paper edition (scanned) is better.

Contact Media well ahead of the scheduled programme to achieve their
coverage before and after the event (invite local and national newspapers,
Radio and TV Channels etc.).

Invite dignitaries and inform the media about their tentative participation.

Choose ‘Subject of the Event’ which must be neutral or relevant to current
issues and present the event as a Community Event.

Do not comment on political matters being representative of Jama’at. If
you make a comment clarify that this is your view and it is not portrayed
as the viewpoint of Jama’at, in any case.

Send us report published in the media citing/mentioning its full reference
so that anybody could navigate and watch this on his own, if he desires
so.

Exhibition/Q & A Session/Interfaith Event:
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Ensure the availability of the hall/Mosque, is in place.

Constitute an organising committee and delegate responsibilities to the
each member with a view to avoid any overlook while finalizing the
programme/arrangements.

Ensure that ‘Invitation Card/Programme’ is communicated to Qiadat
Tabligh before hand, for approval.

Invitation Cards should be distributed well in advance to Local
Community, Volunteer/Charities, Schools/University/Library Officials,
Religious Leaders, Interfaith Groups, Council/Health/GPs/Police,
Mayor/MEP/MP/AM, etc.

Finalize the list of confirmed attendees, one week before the date of event,
wherever possible.

Refreshments are to be arranged as per expected attendees.

Publicize the event in public places such as libraries, community centres
and local press/media.

Schedule of the Event must be followed.

Exhibition material, Jama’at literature, books, leaflets etc. should be On
Display well before the arrival of guests.
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Registration Desk should be at the entrance or any other convenient
location.

Sequence of programme for stage should be clearly printed and available
on the table.

Co-ordinate with Centre for Keynote speaker/Chairperson.

Draft Agenda: The events should include a short recitation from the Holy
Qur’an relevant to the subject along with translation followed by brief
introduction of Jama’at (5 mins approx.) with focus on its charitable
activities, particularly within UK and then 10 minutes of speech by a
missionary as per subject. This should usually be followed by giving an
opportunity of Q & A to non-Ahmadi guests following a few words by
Mayor, Guest speaker etc. and concluding by Silent prayer.

Audio and Video system and arrangements for photography should be
checked in advance (send photograph and video recording to Qiadat
Tabligh).

Ensure that all guests are well received, entertained and protocol led good
bye.

A letter of thanks should be sent to the dignitaries and other guests who
have given their contact details.

Prepare a report (with photographs) ASAP and send to Qiadat Tabligh.

Eid Party/Street Party:
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Aim of such events is to build relationship within the community, to
propagate and present the peaceful teachings of Islam.

During the whole process, always keep in mind that you are indirectly
representing the Jama’at; your actions/behaviour should therefore always
reflect that we are peaceful and law-abiding citizens of the society.

Start planning well in advance and take your neighbours/resident of the
street/area in confidence to avert any chance of opposition to the event.

Contact local council for information about road closure procedures.
Application needs 3 to 12 weeks in advance for permission from the
council, traffic/Highways departments to temporarily close the road.
Council road closure teams have a key role to play. They are often the first
point of contact and their procedures are critical in supporting residents
to make the necessary arrangements.

The council or you will have to consult the fire, ambulance and police.

Try to involve other people/residents of the street in the activity and plan
for of all ages, e.g. swap things, food, games, chairs etc. to share, and also
make sure that the event is not too noisy, late or long.

Send reminders for Eid/Street party for removal of the cars a week before
the event and display legal order for road closure if involved. Think about
alternative traffic routes or if it is possible to close the road and move cars
out from only part of a road.

Make sure to clean and open the road/street at end of the event.

Permission to obtain to seal the street is easy for closed End as this is less
likely to divert the traffic.

If the permission to close the street/road is not granted, you may plan a
Street Meet without sealing the road. Informal 'street meet' on a driveway,
parking area, front garden or end of a cul-de-sac does not require
permission from the council as it is on private land.

A few neighbours can by invited over the picnic in a local park for which
formal permission from Council’s Parks Department is not required with
(no) BBQ.

Neighbourhood Watch and Street parties -Neighbourhood Watch groups
often hold street parties to get the residents nearer. In such events, there
could be a chat about the different issues. We can join and work together
with a view to at least build the contacts and confidence with neighbours
and local residents.

Make sure that you have Public Liability Insurance, as it is likely that the
council may ask copy of it. (Copy of Public Liability Insurance has been
provided to Regional Nazim-e-Aala/Regional Nazim Tabligh).

Individual Tabligh Sittings:
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Individual Tabligh Sitting at home should be restricted to one or
maximum two families at a time.

Keep the meeting just informal like a gathering of family friends and the
introduction of Jama’at or any relevant discussion may be started as per
situation.

Only select/invite the decently mannered neighbours.
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Arrange casual display of Jama’at literature in the meeting/sitting room
and do not force guests to take books or literature with them.

Maintain a moderate menu of food or refreshment etc.

Holding a Stall:
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Locations: Shopping Centres/Supermarkets, Funfairs, Car Boot Sale
arenas, High Streets etc.

There are only a few areas in the UK which specifically require permission
to hold a street stall, if so, seek prior approval from the local council.

For a private area (e.g. shopping Centre), seek approval from relevant
management authority who can be contacted through security staff or
contact details provided on notice boards/advertisements.

Once you have obtained permission, you may like to inform the police
about the stall as a precaution.

Each on-duty group should have at least one member who with having
good communication skills in English who have also studied the books on
the stall.

While stall, instead of irrelevant talks/gossips/long discussions, recite
“Darood Sharif & Astaghfar”. Use polite and decent language with fellow
members and visitors and respond to the visitors with smile.

Dress appropriately: Decent dress but not formal is necessary but you
must not look casual.

Table should be covered in well organised manner displaying
banners/posters and Literature/leaflets, Books (only published by
Jama’at).

Gazebo could be set up with the approval of local council.

Contact Register with pen should be available to have the detail of the
guest/visitor.

Do not eat or drink while standing on stall, any member wishing to eat
should take a break off the stall area.

At least one Nasir should always be present at the stall to welcome the
visitors without engaging in lengthy discussions.

If a visitor is happy to be contacted in future, enter his detail in your
contact register in CAPITAL letters.
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1 Send appropriate pictures of the stall to Qiadat Tabligh for publication
and Visitors should be taken into confidence for their snaps. Avoid taking
shots from the rear of the Visitors without their knowledge or consent.

1 Contact Zaeem/Regional Nazim-e-Aala immediately regarding any issue, if
there is a security risk at the stall from some miscreant. Immediately call
the police in the event of any bad treatment from some outsider.

1 All Ansar should wear Volunteer Badge.
Tabligh in Allocated Village:

1 Every Majlis should continue to visit to the allocated village by holding
stalls and other events, regularly.

1 Carry outD2D Leaflets distribution including season greeting cards.

1 Involve involuntary work with the consultation of local parish council,
church, charity, school etc. to build relationship for future events.

1 Arrange personal meeting with the mayor, councillors, police, head-
teachers and school staff, local charities etc.

1 Arrange Exhibitions and Q&A/Interfaith sessions.

1 Village Summer Fair (Reserve your space for
Exhibition/Bookstall/distribution of Charity Walk leaflets, well in advance
for appropriate location)

1 All Ansar should wear Volunteer Badge during Tabligh activities.
Tabligh Contacts Follow-Up

1 Send letter/email of thanks to the contacts within one week of the event.

1 Maintain Contacts register.

1 Invite the Contacts on upcoming Tabligh events e.g. Q&A, Charity Walk,
etc.

Seasons Greetings Cards:

Every Nasir should write a personal message and contact details on the card
which he will be distributing. The card can be distributed to the following:

1 To the neighbours (Please try to distribute the card to each household in
your street).
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1 The cards can also be given to children to give it to their teachers, friends
in schools, colleges or universities.

1 Send to all Tabligh contacts.

1 To Mayor and councillors that you will be visiting before the 20th
December.

1 Also distribute in the allocated village.

QIADAT TALEEM-UL -QURAN

Encourage daily recitation of the Holy Quran by every Nasir and their family
members.

A “Quran Class” for split-word translation of the Holy Quran should be held
regularly.

Assist and monitor that every member of the family continues to learn the
Yassarnal Quran and the Holy Quran.

Every local Majlis shall arrange at least two Tarjmat ul Qur’an (split word
translation) classes every week.

Every Region should encourage Ansar to participate in the blessed scheme of
Wagqf-e-Arzi.

Syllabus Taleem Ul Quran 2017:

The syllabus of Taleem Ul Quran will be based on the book Tehsin ul Quran,
published by the Jama’at; this can also be viewed on

www.ngc.org.uk/book/.

The book is divided into two parts and the syllabus for the year will be to
complete the first part of the book. The first part of the book consists of 24
lessons. The lessons are not difficult, but the student must take care to
understand each lesson before going to the next lesson.

Each month, the student can set himself a target of understanding and
mastering 2 lessons, thereby completing the first half of the book within a year.

QIADAT TEHRIK-E- JADID:

Tehrik-e-Jadid is a blessed scheme started from 1st November and ends on 31st
December. It is our duty to make Ansar brothers aware of the importance of this
scheme.

Hadhrat Ameer ul Momineen has urged Ansar to make ensure that
100% of them take part in this blessed scheme.

Hazrat Khalifatul Masih Alsalas says:
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Allah almighty blesses a believer according to his intention but nowhere. He (i.e.
Allah Taa’la) has mentioned that a human can achieve blessings merely on his
intention. And as far as the promises and collections of Therik-e- Jadid is
concerned the intention begins when a person makes his promise and then
makes a firm pledge that he will pay off the amount he promised. However, those
members who delay in making their promises for 15 days, 1 month, or 2
months, they become target of losing some of Allah’s blessings during this
period.

It has come to my attention that in Therik-e- Jadid there is a lot of room for
improvement. In some Jama’ats more than half of the members are not taking
part in Therik-e- Jadid and it may also be the case with Waqgfe-e-Jadid. Now
Ansar must take this responsibility that you have to play a role to increase
participation. First Ansar should ensure their 100% participation in these
schemes, and then try to include their wives and children.

QIADAT WAQF-E-JADID:

Wagqf-e-Jadid is a blessed scheme which funds Jama’at’s Tabligh activities in
rural areas of Pakistan and India. It is our duty to make Ansar brothers aware of

the importance of this scheme. Hazrat Ameer ul Momineen has

urged Ansar to make ensure that 100% of them take part in this blessed
scheme.

Special focus is given to building of mosques and mission houses with Waqf-e-
Jadid contributions. Expenses of Mu'alims (religious teachers) are also met by
this scheme. For example there are over one thousand Mu’alims in India and in
26 African countries as well the number of Mu’alims is over one thousand. 130
new mosques and 82 mission houses were built in the last year in African
countries.

Wagqf-e-Jadid has expanded greatly and shows some amazing examples of
financial giving. This scheme was initiated to support Tarbiyyat and tabligh
efforts in rural and far-off areas of Pakistan but was later extended to the rest of
the world.

It still has specific objectives and certain areas/regions are designated to benefit
from it. As such only specific countries and regions are funded by contributions
raised by Waqf-e-Jadid.

Generally it is African countries and rural areas in India where Waqf-e-Jadid is
funding many projects.

Targets:
